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The Javier O. Aragon Collection of Rare and Valuable Books and Documents
Related to New Spain (XVI and XVII Centuries). Introduction and Inventory

The Aragdén Collection is the product of a lifelong dedication to historical and philological
research. It documents the foundational period of New Spain with particular emphasis on the
customs and rituals of the native population as observed by early missionaries during the XVI
and XVII centuries. This Collection is, therefore, a true treasure to researchers investigating the
origins of anthropologic ethnography. It also includes a number of rare and valuable items, such
as José de Acosta’s Historia natural y moral de las Indias, third edition (Madrid, 1608), Biblia
Sacra, Vulgatae Editionis (1608), Antonio Gonzalez de Rosende’s Vida del Ilustrissimo y
Excelentissimo Serior Don Juan de Palafox y Mendoza (1762), as well as other rare editions from
the XVIII and XIX centuries.

In addition to these exceptional items, the Collection also offers many other important
documents for researchers of this historical period. Particular attention should be paid to the
remarkable gathering of material on Toribio de Motolinia, about whom Javier O. Aragoén was a
well-known scholar, as well as to the extensive material available on Alonso de Zorita—Aragén
was finishing an edition of Zorita's works—and Bernardino de Sahagin; to the extraordinary
variety of Anales and Codices, some of them virtually unknown, that depict the values and
beliefs of the native cultures before and during the early contact period; and to the unusual
number of private and limited editions of rare documents kept in private collections of difficult
access for the researcher, as well as the many Indices, Catdlogos, and Bibliografias related to
this period. Finally, the uncommon scholarship, cohesiveness, and focus of the Collection are
worthy of special consideration.

In addition, Aragén’s legacy includes seven boxes of valuable research notes,
correspondence, documents, and microfilms, all of which are currently being cataloged for later
publication. The Collection also contains 16 copies of Aragon’s paleographic edition of
Motolinia’s Historia de los indios de la Nueva Espariia: relacion de los ritos antiguos, idolatrias
v sacrificios de los indios de la Nueva Esparia, y de la maravillosa conversion que Dios en ellos
ha obrado, and 161 copies of Aragon’s paleographic edition of Motolinia’s Epistolario 1526-
1555, with a preliminary study and notes by Lino Gomez-Canedo, as well as its printing plates.

After the death of Javier O. Aragdn, his friend and colleague, Padre Lino Gémez-Canedo,
carefully classified and organized Aragon's documents, setting aside those presently
accompanying the Collection “because of their great value,” and instructing Elena Révora to
keep them in a safe place until his return, as he intended to continue working with them.
Unfortunately, Gémez-Canedo could not complete this task as he died shortly thereafter. In
1999, Elena Révora de Aragon donated the Collection to the University of Montreal, where it is
presently located in Special Collections at the Bronfman Library in the Aragon Room, a space
dedicated by the University specifically for this Collection. As requested by Elena Révora, the
aforementioned documents were given to our research team, NISCLA, directed by Professor
Antonio Gémez Moriana, FRSC, and financed by the Social Sciences and Humanities Research
Council of Canada (SSHRC) at Simon Fraser University in Vancouver, British Columbia, in
order to be classified and studied. Two of the projects currently being prepared under my
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direction are a complete edition of Aragon’s correspondence and a monograph that will attempt
to situate Aragon's work within the framework of philological and historical research in Mexico
during the first half of the Twentieth-Century.

In the brief bio-bibliographical introduction that follows I will attempt to present this great
Mexican scholar who shaped his works from the margins of traditional academia. Written during
a period of Mexican history in which attempts were being made to unify different views into a
singular national identity, Aragén’s work is significant not only for its focus on indigenous
cultures, but also for its political and academic position. Aragon’s autonomous intellectual path
frequently placed him in direct opposition to “populist” historians such as Edmundo O'Gorman,
with whom Aragon sustained a long (and sometimes bitter) controversy.

Aragon was born to an upper middle-class family in Mexico City on the first of November,
1915. He began his schooling at the Colegio Francés and at twelve he commenced his
independent studies of English, Nahuatl, and Latin, languages in which he soon became fluent.
At thirteen he published his first historical articles in local newspapers. He attended preparatory
school at the Universidad Nacional Autonoma de México and in 1932, before turning seventeen,
his first book, La expansion territorial del imperio mexicano—an exceptional study of Aztec
military conquests—was published. He was offered a teaching position in the Department of
History at UNAM while he finished his studies in Law at the same university. He graduated
Magna Cum Laude with a specialization in International Law at the age of twenty-two and
continued teaching History and International Law at UNAM until December 28, 1942, when he
married Elena Révora and opened his own law office.

In the years following, Aragdn balanced his career as an attorney with his interest in history
and his responsibilities as a husband and as a father of four children. His command of English
allowed him to accept profitable positions as a representative for large British, American and
Canadian companies who wished to invest in Mexico. Aragon continued to combine his business
travel with historical research, investing a large amount of his earnings in microfilms, and rare
and valuable books and historical documents. He took advantage of his contacts with librarians,
auctioneers, collectors, and investors in England, Mexico, Italy, Germany, France, and Spain in
order to locate rare documents and codex, of which he financed the production and publication of
facsimile editions, a labor of conservation and propagation to which he would later attract other
Mexican investors. He continued to study other indigenous languages, historical philology and
paleography. It was also during this time that he began to correspond with various renowned
historians, such as William H. Prescott and George Baudot, among others, and he would remain
in close contact with them for many years.

In 1967, after having made a considerable fortune, Aragén retired from business and
dedicated himself entirely to the study of history. In recognition of his work, England granted
him the Order of the British Empire (OBE), and Canada and the United States presented him
with similar honors. Over the following years, Aragén participated in various conferences and
symposiums on history, and established close personal relationships with Gémez-Canedo, with
whom he would sustain a long friendship and working partnership, and with Edmundo
O'Gorman, who also visited his house on many occasions. At the same time he prepared a
monumental critical edition of Fray Toribio Motolinia's Relacion de los ritos, idolatias y
sacrificios de los indios de la Nueva Esparia, y de la maravillosa conversion que Dios en ellos ha
obrado, which was published in 1979 and in which he put to rest a long-standing polemic
concerning Motolinia’s authorship of this work, by authenticating Motolinia's signature. He also
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prepared an edition of Motolinia’s Epistolario (1526-1555), which was published posthumously
by his wife and P. Lino Gémez-Canedo, as well as a critical edition of Alonso de Zurita’s
complete works. On the 21st of March of 1983, while on a cruise with his wife, Aragén suffered
a heart attack off the coast of Portugal. He was taken to a hospital in Lisbon, but died a few days
later.

Before closing this introduction, I would like to add an explanatory note addressed to
librarians and specialists of this historical period. When Elena Révora de Aragon, with whom I
had been friends for a number of years, decided to donate her husband's library to an academic
institution, she asked me to personally catalog its contents before any documents were taken
from her home. Thus, the ensuing inventory was prepared for the specific purpose of sending as
detailed account as possible of the collection’s contents to a number of world-renowned
specialists—such as Professor Dietrich Briesemeister, director of the Ibero-Amerikanisches
Institut of Berlin—for a preliminary evaluation of its value; as a result, it does not follow the
particular bibliographical conventions generally adhered to by scholars of this period. During the
many months of long daily visits to the home of Elena Révora while I catalogued the collection I
came to know and deeply appreciate both the work of Javier O. Aragon and the historical period
to which his extensive library is dedicated. It is my hope that the librarians of the Bronfman
Library at the University of Montreal will, some time in the near future, make available to
researchers a more conventional catalog. I doubt, however, that any future version will be
rendered with such affection, or that such profound intellectual passion will be awakened
through its compilation.
